Diameter of Wire Rope
The diameter of wire rope is the diameter of the circle which encloses all the
wires. When measuring wire rope it is important to take the greatest distance
of the outer limits of the “crown” of two opposite strands. A measurement
across the valleys will result in incorrect lower readings.
